Since the first International Federation of Women’s Lacrosse Associations World Cup 
Championships in 1982, the U.S. has dominated the international lacrosse scene.  The U.S. has 
won five of the six World Cups played, most recently defeating Australia 14-7 in 2001 in High 
Wycombe, England. 
 
The U.S. U-19 Team has equally dominated the international scene having captured the 
International Federation of Women’s Lacrosse Associations World Championship title two out of 
three events.  Most recently defeating Australia 21-8 in 2003 at Towson University in Towson, 
Maryland. 
 
The U.S. has reached this level of excellence because of the quality and commitment of the 
players, and coaches and everyone else involved with the Women’s National Teams Program.  
The USA Player Camp is another way that the U.S. is preparing for the future. This camp brings 
the best current players together with the best rising players to help the new generation of stars 
learn about the past, get the most out of the present and understand what might lie ahead.
