


 

I was feeling a little stressed out about not being quite ready to begin the lacrosse season.  Faced with a 

multitude of “to-dos”, i.e. get in shape, learn the new USL rules, learn the new NCAA rules, get in shape, buy a new 

kilt, find my cards,  oh my god…get in shape, etc., I found myself almost wishing the season wasn’t right around the 

corner.  Then, USL Convention 2007 came on the scene and my disposition has improved enormously!  What a 

great opportunity to learn, mingle with old friends (the food at the Social was AWESOME), make some new ac-

quaintances, and get pumped up for another season!   

 This year’s convention was one of the best ever.  From the USL Rules Interpretation to the very last ses-

sion (Revisiting the Rules), umpires from around the country could get the most up-to-date and relevant information 

available about the game of women’s lacrosse.  For me, however, the weekend started out on a high note when I 

was listening to a presentation given by Susan Ford at the Board of Governor’s meeting.  Part of her presentation 

dealt with preserving and promoting “our game”.  I started thinking the convention epitomizes this very ideal.  By 

bringing together both veteran and new umpires and exposing them to not only the rules of the game but the spirit 

of the game, “our game” becomes something to be remembered, improved upon, and cherished.  Sometimes by 

chance and sometimes by design, the sessions at the 2007 Convention allowed us to remember who we are, what 

we want to be, and how to be a part of the game that means a great deal to each and every one of us. 

 The USL Rules Interpretation was chock full of new rules, but more importantly continued with the tradition 

of video clips to bring home the points of emphasis for the coming year.  The banter between Pat Dillon and Laura 

Hebert made for an entertaining hour and a half (at least for me since I was part of the banter!) but also allowed for 

a great deal of lacrosse learning to take place.  Immediately following this session, the first-ever NCAA Rules Inter-

pretation was held for collegiate officials.  Pat Dillon and Kim Basner took to the podium to explain the new set-up 

and go over the differences between the NCAA and USL rulebook.  While this session was taking place, high 

school officials were treated to a “You Make the Call” session where their questions could be considered and an-

swered in an environment conducive to their level and experience.

a snippet from past rule-
books 

1938  Lacrosse Umpiring  
      by Joyce Cran Barry 
 

Umpiring in lacrosse is com-
paratively simple compared to 
umpiring either hockey or bas-
ketball.  The rules are few and 
the fouls decidedly obvious.  
With well coached teams, the 
umpire should have few occa-
sions to stop the game, except 
when goals are scored and 
when the ball goes off the field 
and is not playable.  An umpire 
who has a complete under-
standing of the rules and is al-
ways on the alert, will keep the 
play free from any form of 
roughness.  For a game to be 
accurately umpired, it is essen-
tial there should be one field 
umpire and two goal umpires. 

As the play is extremely fast in 
lacrosse the field umpire must 
be suitably dressed in clothes 
which give her absolute free-
dom of movement, and be such 
that she is easily distinguish-
able from the players. 

The goal umpire should have a 
whistle, a handkerchief for sig-
naling, and pad and pencil to 
keep a list of goals scored and 
names of scorers.  Her clothing 
should be such that she stands 
out distinctively from the play-
ers.  It is most important for the 
goal umpire to stand so that 
she can see the attacks crosse 
when shooting for goal, but it is 
also important that she does 
not get in the way of the play-
ers.  

 Once the rules interpretations were over, the fun really began.  

Many sessions were offered throughout the day including a Stick-to-Body 

session to emphasize the point of emphasis for the season.  Hard 

boundaries were addressed by Cheryl Silverman and Peter Hyde in a 

combined session, and Patty Daley and Laurette Payette took on Three 

Seconds in a well-attended and lively session.  Goal circle fouls were 

addressed in a session hosted by International Official Cheryl Quinn-

MacNeill.  Of note was the first-ever umpire use of the Live Field.  Jen 

O’Donnell, Ericka Leslie, and Lynn Bowers took to the “field” and went 

over tangent and positioning for about 350 umpires!  Sunday also pre-

sented several opportunities for umpire education and entertainment in-

cluding round table discussions ranging from becoming a National umpire 

to the challenges faced by umpires in non-traditional areas.  A panel dis-

cussion reminiscing and recounting how umpiring has changed through 

the years was infused with humor and good old-fashioned story-telling to 

keep the memories of “our game” alive and kicking. 

 The main thanks for an outstanding convention, however, goes to 

all of you who attended and contributed to this huge event.  Your commit-

ment to the game was evident as you rushed around trying to take in as 

many sessions as possible and through your questioning and volunteer-

ing.  In addition, USLacrosse was unbelievable in their support for the 

umpiring community at the convention, and we should all give them a big 

thank-you.

Oh that Goalkeeper !!!!!!   In  or Out ??? 
 

1. The goalkeeper is outside of her goal circle when the defense is called for off sides. The ball is in the CSA above the 
goal line extended.  The official sets up a FP for the attack at the center of the 12m fan.     IN   or   OUT 
 

2. The goalkeeper, partially in her goal circle, commits a goal circle violation by attempting to bring the ball back into her 
circle when she is grounded outside.  The official gives the ball to the attack at the 12m fan level with the goal line ex-
tended and announces “indirect”.  Does the goalkeeper move to the 8m spot in front of the FP?     IN   or   OUT 
 

3. On a slow whistle situation the goalkeeper leaves her goal circle to legally check the stick of an attack player in the 
8m arc, and end the scoring play.  The official blows the play dead and sets up a FP at the 8m hash nearest the spot of 
the foul.   IN   or   OUT 
 

4. The attack is fouled outside of the 8m arc and the play is blown dead.  The official sets up the FP at the spot of the 
foul and clears a penalty lane for the shooter.  The Goalkeeper is out of the goal circle, in the 8m arc, but not in the pen-
alty lane.    IN   or   OUT 
 

5. The goalkeeper, in her goal circle, reaches out into the 8M arc to check the attack player.  The ball is knocked loose 
and falls to the ground.  The official blows the whistle and calls the goalkeeper for an illegal check.  A FP is awarded the 
attack player at the closest 8m hash.  What about the goalkeeper?   IN   or   OUT 
 

6.  As an attack player breaks free from the defense on a fast break, the goalkeeper leaves her goal circle to meet the 
approaching attacker and cut down the angle for her shot.  They are both in the 8m arc when the official blows the whis-
tle to stop play and signals that the goalkeeper is in free space to goal!  The attack is awarded a FP at the nearest 8m 
hash.  What happens to the goalkeeper?    IN   or   OUT 
 

7. Goalkeeper is in the goal circle when the attack shoots.  The shot misses and goes out of bounds behind the goal.  
There are no players below the goal line extended, so the official tells the goalkeeper to get the ball since she was clos-
est to it when it went out of bounds.  Where is the goalkeeper to be when play is resumed?   IN   or   OUT 
 

8.  The attack makes a bad pass and the ball goes out of bounds behind the goal circle.  The goalkeeper is the closest 
opponent to the spot where the ball went out of bounds.  The goalkeeper was in the goal circle when the whistle blew for 
the out of bounds. Where does she get the ball?   IN   or   OUT 
 
9. The goalkeeper, with the ball, has left her goal circle below the goal line extended, in an attempt to clear it to one of 
her teammates.  Before she gets rid of the ball the defense pressures her.  While this play is ensuing, one of her team-
mates enters the goal circle to protect the goal.  The goalkeeper looses the ball and the other team gains possession 
and immediately heads towards the goal. The goalkeeper’s teammate remains in the GC! The official immediately blows 
the whistle to stop play and awards the attack a FP at the center hash of the 8m arc.  The illegal deputy is taken from 
the goal circle and placed 4m behind the FP.  What happens to our goalkeeper in this case?     IN   or   OUT

10.  The goalkeeper is out of her goal circle in the 8m arc when she illegally covers the ball.  The official blows the 
whistle and calls a minor foul for “covering”.  She has the closest attack player pick up the ball and go in a direct line to 
the 12m fan for an “indirect” FP.  What about the goalkeeper?       IN   or   OUT 
 

11. The goalkeeper is out of her goal circle, in the 8m arc, when a whistle is blown for a defense foul. The FP is being set 
up on one of the 8m hashes and the arc is to be cleared.   IN   or   OUT 
 

12. The goalkeeper is outside her goal circle below the goal line extended when her team is called for off sides.  The ball 
is below the goal line extended.  The official sets up a FP for the attack at the spot of the ball.  The goalkeeper is not the 
player put behind for the FP.   IN   or   OUT 
 

13. The goalkeeper fails to clear the ball from her goal circle within the 10 second time allotment.   The official blows the 
whistle and calls a goal circle violation on the goalkeeper.  The attack is awarded an “indirect” FP on the 12m fan level 
with the goal line extended. Where does our goalkeeper go for this?   IN  or OUT 
 

14.  The goalkeeper, inside the goal circle, is fouled by the attack ending a slow whistle situation.  The official blows the 
whistle and signals a throw is to be taken.   IN   or   OUT 
 

15. The goalkeeper is completely out of her goal circle when she hangs her crosse back into the goal circle to prevent a 
check by an attack player.  The official blows the whistle and calls the goalkeeper for a goal circle foul and awards the 
attack an “indirect” FP at the 12m fan level with the goal line extended.  Where is our goalkeeper for this scenario?    IN   
or   OUT 
 

16. The goalkeeper, within her goal circle, commits a foul resulting in a flag being raised.  During the slow whistle, an-
other defender commits a major foul and then the scoring play ends with no shot being taken.  The attack player 
nearest to the spot of the second foul is awarded a FP on the nearest 8m hash mark. If the goalkeeper is not the 
nearest defensive player to the spot of the second foul, where does she go?    IN   or   OUT
